Town Board Meeting Minutes

December 13, 2010

Chairman Frank Frassetto called the regular monthly Town Board meeting to order.  The meeting opened with the Pledge of Allegiance, lead by Chairman Frassetto.

Members Present: Supervisor Thomas Herzing (via phone), Supervisor Robert Keller, Chairman Frank Frassetto. Others Present: Treasurer John McDermott, Clerk Ellen Chmielewski and one townspeople.

Motion by Supervisor Keller to approve the Town Board Minutes of November 8, 2010; seconded by Supervisor Herzing.  CARRIED. 

Motion by Supervisor Herzing to approve the Budget Hearing Minutes of November 8, 2010; seconded by Supervisor Keller.  CARRIED.

TREASURER’S REPORT:

Treasurer McDermott read the Treasurer’s Report as of Nov. 30, 2010. The fund accounts and cash flow reports were reviewed; total cash: $459,430. Interest rates have not changed. Motion by Supervisor Herzing to approve the Treasurer’s Report; seconded by Supervisor Keller.  CARRIED.  The tax bills have been received; they are over to the printer to make copies and punch and should be back in the office on Tuesday. They will then be put in the mail and they should be in the mail this Friday or Saturday. Chair Frassetto asked about having the printer folding and stuffing the bills and Treasurer McDermott noted Scott Altmann had a concern about this. Supervisor Herzing felt it would be simple to have someone else do the stuffing. Supervisor Keller asked about a bond. The Clerk asked about people who have called with address changes and was told that all address changes as of December 1st were sent in. A note could be put in the newsletter about address changes. Treasurer McDermott will check and see if the printer can fold and stuff the tax bills.    
CLERK’S REPORT:

1. 2011 Winnebago County Per Capita Funding Program.  In your packet is the 2011 Per Capita Funding Allocation request.  In the past the Town of Black Wolf has allocated its funds to the City of Oshkosh, Chamco, Inc.  Our allocation amount, based on 2011 estimates is $1,073.00. Motion by Supervisor Herzing to approve the 2011 Winnebago County Per Capita Funding Allocation to Chamco, Inc.; seconded by Supervisor Keller.  CARRIED.
2. The Town has received a letter from Tony Putzer wherein he is retiring as Treasurer of Sanitary District #1 Board due to declining health.  Tony has suggested that his daughter, Jennifer Olesen, a professional accountant, finish his term which expires in April, 2011. Chuck Linde spoke about Ms. Olesen, her qualifications, past employment and said she would like to do this long term. Tony and Jill can train her. She will attend the Sanitary District meeting this Wednesday. It is sad to see Tony go after 20 years of service. Chair Frassetto talked about relying on the leadership in the Sanitary District and succession of its members; he feels we have a good working relationship. Chuck Linde suggested Ms. Olesen attend the next Board meeting and give a report.  Supervisor Herzing suggested putting forth a resolution at the next Board meeting. Motion by Supervisor Herzing to appoint Jennifer Olesen as Interim Treasurer of the Sanitary District; seconded by Supervisor Keller.  CARRIED. 
3. Winnebago County Solid Waste Mgmt. Board sent a letter saying their Household Hazardous Material Facility is closed for the winter. This was the first year they contracted with Brown County for the operation of the facility. Individuals could drop off materials at any time during open hours. Since building the facility they had the highest number of participants, 621; highest weight of material collected, 35,083 pounds.  The Winnebago County facility will reopen in March; however Brown County will accept materials during our off-season at no charge.

4. We got a reminder from our hauler, Veolia, that effective Jan. 1st the standard solid waste tipping fee will be $34.40/ton, a $1/ton increase, which includes all state mandated surcharge fees. In his letter, John Rabe, Director of Solid Waste, noted our tipping fee continues to be well below the WI statewide average.

5. In the event Chris Martell is not here later, he wanted me to let the Board know the Oshkosh Area Humane Society is increasing its per animal rate by $5.  We should be receiving a new contract shortly.  




PUBLIC PARTICIPATION

As no one wished to speak, the public participation portion of the meeting was closed.
COUNTY SUPERVISOR’S REPORT:  
County Supervisor Pat Brennand was not present.

CHAIRMAN’S REPORT:
1. Quite Zone: We have our materials and would like them installed as soon as possible plus getting the “no train horn” signs. After installation, the railroad administration will inspect them; after inspection, 21 days later, we will have the quiet zone. Supervisor Keller had a meeting with the men about this; the found the instruction manual and preliminary work can be done in the garage. Right now the men are busy snowplowing. Pre-assembly can be done in December with installation in January. We will need a flag man and may have to close the road; once started this could be done in a couple of days. Chair Frassetto suggested talking to John Haese and ask the County to put them in. The County guys work on roads on a regular basis and have the tools that we would need to buy. Costs of having the town vs. the County install them were discussed; the town would have to purchase some tools. This will be factored into the decision.  

2. Re-appointment of Sandra Golliher and Terry Sweeney to Planning & Zoning Committee. Motion by Supervisor Herzing to approve the re-appointment of Sandra Golliher and Terry Sweeney to Planning & Zoning Committee, a 1-year term; seconded by Supervisor Keller.  CARRIED.      
SUPERVISOR I REPORT:

Supervisor Herzing said no action was taken at the last Planning & Zoning meeting. Chair Frassetto said we are waiting on the School District to reply on an easement at Lakeside School. Some members of the School Board have been contacted.   


SUPERVISOR II REPORT
Winter Road Maintenance: There was a blizzard this past weekend; the roads are now in good winter driving condition. A truck did get stuck and we will be buying some pulling straps. There was a problem with the sand/salt mixture in the big truck as it hardened up because of moisture; it is now fixed and they salted the roads. The salt in the small truck hardened up and this will be worked on; this needs to be kept dry and it will be covered.  The County empties the truck each night.   



SANITARY DISTRICT REPORT:  


Chuck Linde followed up on the Sanitary District having a budget hearing and said because they don’t have a general tax levy, they are not required to do so.  At this time they will not have a budget hearing unless the Board would require them to do so.  Chair Frassetto said it would be useful when they close their books at the end of the year if the Sanitary District would make the information available.  C. Linde will provide a copy of the audit that is done at the end of the year; they do a full audit.   

CONSTABLE’S REPORT:
 Chris Martell was not present.  
BUILDING INSPECTOR’S REPORT: 

Dave Frank was not present. There were no questions about his report.  
APPROVAL OF BILLS:  Supervisor Herzing moved to approve the payment of bills for December 2010, second by Supervisor Keller. CARRIED.   

Chairman Frassetto moved to adjourn until January 10, 2011, at 7:00 p.m. seconded by Supervisor Herzing.  CARRIED.
