Town Board Meeting Minutes

July 12, 2010

Supervisor Robert Keller called the regular monthly Town Board meeting to order.  The meeting opened with the Pledge of Allegiance, lead by Supervisor Keller.
Members Present:  Thomas Herzing (via phone) and Robert Keller.  Chairman Frank Frassetto was unable to attend. Others Present: Deputy Clerk, Mona Schultz, Treasurer John McDermott, and six others.

Motion by Supervisor Herzing to approve the Town Board Minutes of June 14, 2010; seconded by Supervisor Keller. CARRIED.

TREASURER’S REPORT:

   Treasurer John McDermott gave the financial report ending June 30, 2010. Total cash in the account is $494,273.73.  Outstanding checks totaled $845.40.  The Cash Flow Report was given.  Motion by Supervisor Herzing to approve the Treasurer’s Report; seconded by Supervisor Keller. CARRIED. 
CLERK’S REPORT:

   Deputy Clerk Mona Schultz informed the Board that an email had been received which indicated several residents were concerned about moving the stop sign to Nekimi Road from the Lake Road position.  This resident indicated they had not been notified of the change and expressed the opinion that the Board should be more proactive in researching pending changes instead of making a knee-jerk move.  The email also expressed concern about routine maintenance work done by the sanitary district and four residents on Point Comfort had either no water in the toilet, water on the floor, or a 3’ high water spout from the downstairs toilet.
    A letter from Charter Communications about changes in the program offerings was received.

Mona Schultz then reviewed the Historical Committee Budget which included $65 for refresh- ments, $50 for pictures and frames, $25 for CD’s, $160 for pictures purchased from the Oshkosh Public Museum and $150 to mail postcards in early September.  Mona informed those present that Carol Wiechmann had calculated a cost of $1 per dozen cookies and she was willing to make four different kinds as needed.  If the historical booklets are sold for $10 per copy we’ll make up almost all of the cost for the event on Sept. 26th.  Motion by Supervisor Herzing to approve the Historical Committee Budget totaling $450; seconded by Supervisor Keller. CARRIED.
 




PUBLIC PARTICIPATION:
Ed Havlik, 5592 Lake Road, asked why the stop sign change was made.  He said that cars and trucks are exceeding the 25-mph speed limit all the time and by removing the stop sign they don’t have anything to slow them down.  He said he feels a three-way stop would slow the speeders down.  A Winnebago County sheriff’s officer was present and indicated that he’ll bring this to the attention of the Sheriff’s Department.  They might try to monitor the traffic speed, and let the Town Board know what they find.  Further review of this situation will be made.  
COUNTY SUPERVISOR’S REPORT:  County Supervisor Pat Brennand was not present. 

CHAIRMAN’S REPORT: 
Supervisor Herzing reported for Chairman Frassetto and said the only item of business was the appointment of Steve Scharpf to a two-year term on the Board of Appeals. Motion by Supervisor Herzing to approve the appointments of Steve Scharpf to the Board of Appeals, two-year term; seconded by Supervisor Keller. CARRIED. 

SUPERVISOR I REPORT:

Supervisor Herzing said he felt more discussion on the capital improvement fund should take when a full board is present.

SUPERVISOR II REPORT:

   Supervisor Rob Keller said he had received a complaint from Veolia concerning Windermere Road where bushes impeded the garbage/recycling truck.  He said he met with the owner and talked to him about the issue. The owner said he had trimmed them last year and it cost him $1500.  Veolia will also check on the situation to see if more trimming is really needed.

   Supervisor Keller also talked about an angle iron on Fisk Avenue Bridge.  The County came out and repaired it.

   Tom Hayes, Winnebago County, had him sign the Department of Transportation papers necessary to initiate replacement of the bridge on Black Wolf Avenue.

   Routine road maintenance has occurred, and paving plans for Greystone and Lone Elm will be reported next month.

   Supervisor Keller then discussed quotes he had received to paint the Sterling orange plow truck.  There is quite a bit of rust on the box and the plow.  Quotes have been received from Spies Inc. in Fond du Lac for painting the exterior of the dump box and salt box, underside of the dump box, plow brackets and visual frame, wing plow and front plow, cut drain holes and weld plate on front plow, paint exterior faces only of four tires ($4,195.00); Quality Truck Care Center Inc. for the same work ($4,287.00) and Quality Paint & Coatings ($6,260.00).  Supervisor Herzing said he feels this should wait until next month when the full board is present before making a decision on painting the plow.
   Supervisor Keller also said he had received bids on the tailgate salter, and they were very close.  With the upgraded stainless steel under-tailgate spreader the bids were: Casper’s Truck Equipment ($7,514.00) and Monroe Truck Equipment-Green Bay ($7,727.00). 

   The other consideration is that last winter the front plow fell off the new plow truck and the framework had to be welded and repaired at Monroe, and they were assuming it would be a warranty repair.  He said he talked to Troy Redfern, who said that when the repair work was done there were two pins not properly put in place which may have been the cause of the problem.  He also talked to the driver, Steve Groth, who said he had not hit anything.  Our other snow plow driver has had a lot of experience working for the county highway department and he said sometimes hitting a pretty severe bump might cause the problem.  Supervisor Keller said he believes Monroe should cover at least some of the repair costs.  This was a new design on the truck first used by Black Wolf and there is a possibility the new design may have caused the problem.  His intention would be to talk to Troy Redfern and tell him the Town would consider purchasing the salter from him even though there is a $200 higher charge if they would cover some of the repair costs.  Supervisor Keller said he felt he could negotiate with them on this issue, and Supervisor Herzing agreed.  

SANITARY DISTRICT REPORT: 

Chuck Linde was present.  He said the routine flushing of the sewers usually causes problems where there are venting issues.  They plan to do more of the cleaning on Streich Lane, ½ mile north and also on West Decorah Avenue.  
CONSTABLE’S REPORT:   
Chris Martell was present, and had nothing new to report.
BUILDING INSPECTOR’S REPORT:  
Dave Frank was not present.  There were no questions regarding the Building Inspector report for June, 2010.
APPROVAL OF BILLS:  
Supervisor Herzing moved to approve the payment of bills for July 2010, second by Supervisor Keller.  CARRIED.   

Supervisor Keller moved to adjourn until August 9, 2010, at 7:00 p.m. seconded by Supervisor Herzing.  CARRIED.
